Springs Road. Go 1 mile, turn right onto Welsh Valley Road.  At top of 
the hill, turn left onto Forge Mountain Drive.  Go 1/3 mile, turn left 
onto Horseshoe Trail; the Racquet Club is 1/3 mile on the right. 
 

From Chesterbrook: Take Chesterbrook Blvd to Duportail Rd. Turn 
Right onto Duportail to Mill Rd. Turn Right onto Mill Rd and proceed 
to Yellow Spring Road (about 1 mile). Turn Right onto Yellow Springs 
Rd and go about 1/4 mile to Welsh Valley Drive. Turn Left onto Welsh 
Valley and proceed to the top of the hill. Turn left onto Forge Moun-
tain Drive. Go 1/3 mile, turn left onto Horseshoe Trail; the Racquet 
Club is 1/3 mile on the right past the swim club & park. 
 

From the South (US-202): Exit US-202 at Chesterbrook exit, turn 
onto Chesterbrook Blvd (toward Chesterbrook); proceed to Duportail 
Road (stop light). Turn Left on Duportail; proceed to Mill Road (1/4 
mile). Turn Right onto Mill Road and proceed to Yellow Spring Road 
(about 1 mile). Turn Right onto Yellow Springs Road and go about 1/4 
mile to Welsh Valley Drive. Turn Left onto Welsh Valley and proceed 
to the top of the hill. At top of the hill, turn left onto Forge Mountain 
Drive. Go 1/3 mile, turn left onto Horseshoe Trail; the Racquet Club is 
1/3 mile on the right past the swim club & park. 
 

From the North (from PA-23, just west of the Park).  At the Freedom 
Gas Station [GULF] turn onto Davis Road.  At the “T”, turn right onto 
Oakwood, and follow winding road approximately 1.5 miles.  When the 
white fence on your right ends, turn left onto Paul Lemen Drive; pro-
ceed to the top of the hill. Turn right onto Forge Mountain Drive. Pro-
ceed approximately 1/2 mile; turn right onto Horse Shoe Trail -- the 
Racquet Club is 1/3 mile on the right.
